Fighting Viruses

The development of vaccines, and their use in combatting dangerous diseases, is one of
the great success stories of modern medicine. The story of how an 18th century English
doctor, Edward Jenner, noticed that farmworkers who caught cowpox. a relatively harmless
disease, rarely canght smallpox, and so used cowpox to create a vaccine, is well known.
Less well known. {( I ), is the fact that using a virus to protect against a disease is
actually an extremely ancient idea.

In fact, this method was first used over 1,000 years ago in China, although it did not
reach Europe until the 17th century. In general. before the 20th century, smallpox was both
widespread and highly contagious. It killed many sufferers, especially children, and often
severely scarred those who did not die. Noticing that people rarely caught it twice, doctors
made a powder containing the virus and administered it to people. In successful cases, this
led to the development of antibodies which made people{ 2 ).

Why then was Jenner’s discovery important? The answer is that the earlier method
was in fact highly risky, When the virus entered the body, it could easily lead to severe
cases of the disease, bringing about the very result { 3 ). It was Jenner who developed
the idea of using a less dangerous virus to create antibodies in the blood which would then
protect against the more serious disease. Since his time, medical scientists have been able

to come up with relatively safe vaccines for many formerly lethal diseases.
